house full of people as a step toward this
expansion of our definition of “who is in
our family.”

By the time you read this, Ben and Sam
and Sabrina and Irene and Sarah and
Shyla and others will all have been home
again for nearly a week - and we will be
looking forward to traveling to California
in November for the ceremony and the
next opportunity to deepening these
important relationships in our lives.

By the time you read this, the community
of Ames, and lowa State, and Collegiate/
Wesley will be within just a few days of
having several thousands of people we
haven’'t met before dropping by. They
aren’t visitors or guests; they're new
residents. They won’t be staying just for
the weekend, but for a year or four; in
fact, some of them will never leave! If
you are willing, | would encourage you to
consider them as persons who could
expand our definition of “who is in our
family.” Putting yourself in their shoes,
you can expect that many of them have
anxieties about being away from home
for the first time, in a larger community
than they’ve ever lived in before,
attending a way bigger school.

Coming across the street and
into this building for a worship service for
the first time can be daunting. We will

Putting yourself in your own shoes (where
| expect you to be), you know how
student presence and leadership blesses
us and enhances our church
programming and worship. In addition to
students, the summer months will have
found a number of non-student
individuals, families, and households to
have moved to Ames; they will begin
looking for a church home. Past history
has taught us that the first weeks of the
new school year is also a time when
families established in Ames may seek
church involvement or be looking for a
new place to worship. It would be
wonderful to have them feel that they are
welcome as a part of our family.

So for the next couple of months, | want
to encourage you that every time you
come to the church building, you do so
with a spirit of expectation and
hospitality. Come expecting that there
will be new people in worship - and you
will see them. Come with an attitude of
hospitality - meaning that you’re going to
put the welcome and greeting of folks
you don’t know ahead of your own needs,
and that helping them to feel at home is
more important than whatever agenda
you may have at the moment. Invite
them to sit with you, to come back to be
with you at some activity or event you
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enjoy, to go out for lunch so you can get
to know them better. If you can’t do that,
at the very least introduce them to the
building hosts and greeters who are
stationed near the entrances throughout
the building so that we can learn more
about these people who have ventured to
cross our threshold. When you have
been in this expectation-and-hospitality
mode for a couple of months, | think
you’ll find that you enjoy the rewards and
benefits that broadening and deepening
new relationships can bring - and you
will continue to seek opportunities to
grow our family.

Jesus may have risen from the dead, but
tradition says he ascended fifty days
later. We are the remaining presence of
Christ today - and you may be the one
whose greeting and welcome (or lack of
it) speak the presence of God (or lack of
it) to someone new in our midst.

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The Stories That Shape Us

The Sunday morning sermon series for
the six weeks beginning August 30 and
continuing through October 6 is called
“The Stories That Shape Us,” and is
based on the foundational narratives
of the Hebrew Bible.

The Old Testament contains hundreds
of stories in a variety of forms relating
the history of the Hebrew people. But
within this broad narrative there are a
few core themes that tell the story of
how God was active in this history.
These understandings shaped the
people of the Bible, but also shape us,
as we become able to recognize God’s
presence and call in our lives today.

What is the truth in the creation
story that grounds our practice of
faith as community and as
individuals?

How do we discern in our own lives
God'’s call to a relationship
grounded in trust?

Sept. 13 - The Exodus Exodus 3:1-15;

Exodus 7-11; Exodus 12-15 (Rev.
Grotewold)
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How can the ancient traditions
help us to hear a fresh call to
community and continue God’s
work of liberation?

Sept. 20 - The Sinai Covenant Exodus
19:1-6; 20:1-17; 24:3-8; Deuteronomy
6:1-9 (Rev. Grotewold)

How do God’s words at Sinai shape
an ethic of covenant that honors
community?

Sept. 27 - The Promised Land
Numbers 21:4-9; Deuteronomy 8:1-20;
Joshua 6:1-25; 24:1-24 (Rev. Butler)

In Israel’s ancient traditions of land
- promised and possessed - what
is revealed about the character of
God and of our own sense of
“place”?

Oct. 6 - The Davidic Rule 2 Samuel
7:4-16; 2 Kings 17; 25; Zechariah 8:3-
13 (Rev. Jim Shirbroun preaching)

How do stories of the Davidic
dynasty create hope for leadership
and community that can endure
experiences of disappointment and
exile?

0 you remember the first
time you visited Collegiate/
Wesley and what motivated
you to do so? While some of
you grew up in the church, the majority
of us made a conscious choice to enter
its doors. When | first visited
Collegiate/Wesley thirteen years ago,
my family was new to Ames. At the
time, | would have described the
motivation as seeking connections—
connections to my faith heritage and
connections to my new
community. Underlying that
motivation was a hope that |
would have scarcely dared to voice—a
hope that my family and | would find
friends through participation in
Collegiate/Wesley’'s community of faith.

Like most people who visit a church, we
first attended a Sunday morning
service. The irony of Sunday morning
service as an entry point for those
seeking connections is that in essence
it is not a very interactive experience.
Furthermore, when a visitor doesn’t
know anyone and sees others warmly
greeting friends and sharing
conversations, it can feel very lonely.
Recognizing this, the Reaching and
Receiving cluster initiated its Welcome
Ministry in 2008 with the goal of every
visitor being individually welcomed both
during the service and through a follow-
up contact. Recent visitors also receive

invitations to other types of all-church
gatherings.

Those initiatives can help the church
seem friendlier to a visitor and perhaps
make a return visit more likely, but they
may do little to help the visitor begin to
feel like it is possible to build
connections. Periodically we are
reminded that to fully benefit from
association with Collegiate/Wesley as a
community of faith, we need to get
involved in one or more small
groups within the church. Doing
SO can be easier said than done
for many people who really would like to
do just that. Before small group
involvement can happen, individuals
need to be informed about the whole
range of opportunities that exist, and
existing groups must be encouraged to
stay open to new participants.

To help persons become more fully part
of the Collegiate/Wesley community,
Reaching and Receiving is undertaking
a new Connections ministry. Utilizing a
buddy system, frequent visitors will be
assigned a congregational partner who
will get to know them better and help
them find and integrate into small
groups and ministries in the church that
fit their interests and gifts.

Resources will be available to provide
the congregational partners with
information about existing groups and
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contacts within them. Ideas for new
groups may also be generated as the
partners develop an understanding of
the talents, interests, and needs of
newcomers. Congregational partners
will be people with a gift for making
connections, for finding people within
Collegiate/Wesley’s community of faith
who are likely to share interests, and for
helping newcomers feel like they are
becoming a part of the community.

As this ministry develops, the
possibilities to further connect those of
us already committed to Collegiate/
Wesley with both each other and with
newcomers are exciting. As the bulletin
reminds us weekly, we are all ministers
who share the love of Christ when we
greet others and help each other make
connections. In so doing, we can make
new friends no matter how long we have
been associated with Collegiate/Wesley.

We need you! The Reaching and
Receiving Cluster is starting a new
team, the Connections Team.
Connection buddies will help our
regular visitors transition to feeling at
home and involved at Collegiate UMC/
WEF. Buddies, placed with individuals
or families, will act as guides to
knowing more about our church and
also may be spiritual companions.

Responsibilities of a buddy:

e  Make initial contact with a visitor
after being assigned by Welcome
Team.

e  Meet in person with the visitor, for
coffee or at a church service or
event.

e  Make a monthly contact with the
visitor.

e |nvite visitor to different types of
events/discipleship activities.

The second series in the spiritual
formation study “Come for Supper, Stay
for Study” will begin on Tuesday, August
25 at 5:30 p.m. The study topic for this
second series is called “Crossings:
God’s Journey with Us.”

From the time we enter into the world
until the moment we take our last
breath, we make our way as life unfolds
before us. So it is with faith. It too is a
lifelong journey. Along the way we
encounter others, and at these crossing
points we encounter the living God.

“Crossings” is a spiritual encounter that
uses stunning photography, journaling,
DVD presentations, and faith
practices*, to engage the heart and
open the mind. We will explore eight
core stories of the Bible. While the Bible
contains hundreds of stories in a variety
of forms, some see within this broad
narrative a limited number of core
themes that tell the basic story of how
God has been active in times past.
Through these stories we are able to
recognize God’s
presence and call in
our lives today.

These eight core
stories are
described by
theologian Walter
Brueggemann as the “primal
narrative” of biblical faith.
The biblical stories reveal

people who, like us, are wise and weak,
willing and wavering. It is holy and
human. It tells their story while it
connects to our story.

*By practice, | mean all the things that
Christians do together and individually
as a way of paying attention to God.

They
include worship, Christian formation,
collective deeds of hospitality and
compassion, and being nourished by
Christian community. They include
devotional disciplines, especially
prayer and spending time with the
Bible. And they include loving what
God loves through the practice of
compassion and justice in the world.

Will Fund Building

Projects

A gift from the estate of Eleanor McKee, a 50-year member of Collegiate/Wesley,
will help the congregation and student center to accomplish several of its building
needs over the next several months. From 1958 until her retirement in 1990,
Miss McKee worked for the ISU Library in various capacities, serving as reference
librarian, assistant professor, and head of the search unit/order department.
During that time and beyond she was an active member of Collegiate/Wesley,
serving on many boards and committees. Suffering from Alzheimer’s Disease, she
moved to the Evangelical Free Church Home in Boone in 2001; she died in June,
2008.

Preceding her in death were her parents and brother, and there were no
descendants in the entire branch of the family. She considered Collegiate United
Methodist Church members - and especially her Koinonia group - as her family.
Fred & Darlene Walker and Bill & Laura Cook were especially helpful to Eleanor in
her last years and in liquidating her estate following her death. The Koinonia
group has designated several projects of the CUMC/WF Board of Trustees and
Property Committee as suitable memorials for Eleanor’s gift; these include the
replacement of the step and the refinishing of the doors at the west front
entrance to the building and the replacement of the doors at the east front
entrance. Any remaining funds will go toward the purchase of furnishings in the
Fireside Room.

Replacement of the east front sidewalk and steps have been funded by a gift
from the estate of Deb Adams. The replacement work on the east sidewalk/stairs
and the west sidewalk/stairs will be
completed in two separate stages by
early October. Trustees/Property is
grateful to the memory of Eleanor
McKee for the lasting impact her gift
will have on present and future
generations of Collegiate/Wesley
worshippers.
